BACKGROUND:

In June of 2023, several trees fell in the park between 5" and 7t Street, hitting a neighbors garage and falling
on the fence of the above noted property. We were made aware of this as the neighbor contacted our office to
inquire about insurance on their garage. The land owner of 506 — 5% Street also emailed the office advising of

the trees catching her fence on the way down and requesting that some of the remaining trees be removed
(email attached).

At that time, our insurance provider supplied the following response regarding the tree hitting the neighbors
garage: “in regards to opening a claim, this would be a third party property claim and the owner of the property
should submit this claim to their own property insurance company. Once their insurance company investigates
and settles the claim, they would send a demand letter to West Cove for reimbursement of the paid amount. In
the event the Third Party does not wish to go through their insurance company, they would submit a demand for
damages to you directly. Once the amount of damages is known, you can decide if you wish to putin a claim or
not, as this claim would fall under your CGL policy which has a $2,500 deductible should liability fall on West
Cove and the Third Party would be reimbursed for the damage.”

As noted in the correspondence attached, the trees were removed in summer of 2023, however the roots and
stumps remain. In April of 2024, the landowner contacted Phoenix Fence to obtain a quote on a new gate and
repair the damage on the fence (quotes and pictures attached). She is requesting compensation in the amount

of $1,750 towards the cost of repairs as her insurance company does not cover damage from falling trees unless
a dwelling is involved.

DISCUSSION/DECISION:

The Summer Village of West Cove does not have an internal claims retention threshold under which smaller
claims are settled internally, however at any time, the municipality can make a claim under our CGL policy to
have an investigation completed into what happened and determine liability. In any event, because our
deductible is more than the requested compensation, Council must decide whether to make a claim and
determine liability, agree to pay compensation as requested or deny the claim.

Re: Tree Stump Removal and Fence Repair
506-5" Street, West Cove

Gentlemen:

On or around June 18-19 of 2023 a couple of trees in the walkway between 5" and
7' Street succumbed to either wind, excess moisture or both and were uprooted.

One of the trees fell on the roof of my neighbor's garage with the roots doing some
major damage to the fence on the side of my property. Pictures of my fence before and after
have been submitted with this letter.

The fallen tree was finally cut down last summer along with some other troublesome trees
nearby but the roots and stumps still remain. There are deep holes in the ground where roots
once were, creating a hazardous situation for walkers or lawn maintenance workers. The
mound containing the stumps and roots is a huge eyesore leaving a lot of us to wonder why the
Village has not taken steps to remove it and return the walkway to its previous condition.

In April of this year, | had Phoenix Fence visit my property to quote on a new gate, repairs

to the fence damaged by the tree uprooted and another portion of my fence closer to the lake.
The cost to repair the damaged fence alone is $2,419.67. Had the stumps and roots been
removed and the ground tamped down, the gate and fence could have been done at the same
time for $3,518.09. Unfortunately, when | learned my request for help with this issue could not
be heard by council until June 24™, | had to go ahead with the new gate at separate job cost.

| have owned this property since 2003 and take pride in the condition of my yard, cabin and
garage. The fact it has been a year with nothing done to restore the parkway is a source of
stress to me because until then the fence cannot be repaired making me look like a negligent
homeowner.

My request to the Village Council is to have the mound of stumps and roots removed, the area
from where it was filled, levelled and tamped. Without the tamping any repair will not be
warranted. | also ask that the Village compensate me in the amount of $1750 towards the
cost of repairs, even though | feel the fault lies entirely with the village for not removing these
trees earlier — they have been complained about before! As an FYI, my insurance does not
cover damage from falling trees unless a dwelling is involved.
